You will be learning: close reading skills in analysing unseen prose 
extracts; how to identify and consider how attitudes and values are expressed in unseen extracts; how  to 
communicate fluently, accurately and effectively your knowledge, understanding and judgement of unseen extracts.

An introduction to Comedy as a genre. You will 
learn to analyse extracts from the play in close 
detail, exploring Shakespeare’s use of language 
and dramatic effects. P1, Sec 1, Q 1a.

You will  move on to consider issues raised in a specific extract in relation to your 
understanding of the play as a whole. You will explore ways in which the chosen 
play is/has been interpreted by different audiences, including over time. P1, Sec 1, 
Q 1a and b. 

You will read 1984, considering the influence of context when it written and received, learn to articulate 
informed, personal and creative responses to 1984, using associated concepts and terminology, and 
explore 1984 as informed by different interpretations.  P2 Sec 2 Q2.                             

You will read a selection of Rossetti’s poems, 
learning about the significance of cultural and 
contextual influences on her poetry. You will 
learn to identify and consider how attitudes and 
values are expressed in her poetry.

In preparation for c/w, you will read ASND and explore how the writer shapes 
meanings in texts through use of language, imagery, form and structure, as well as 
being informed by an appreciation of different interpretations

For Paper 2, you are expected to read widely and independently within the Dystopian genre. For this unit you are 
expected to read 2 or more dystopian texts and to give an Individual Oral Presentation (IOP) on them.
